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In 2022, 18 provinces were declared by the Libyan Government of National Unity (Libyan Observer):

the eastern coast, Jabal Al-Akhdar, Al-Hizam, Benghazi, Al-Wahat, Al-Kufra, Al-Khaleej, Al-Margab,
Tripoli, Al-Jafara, Al-Zawiya, West Coast, Gheryan, Zintan, Nalut, Sabha, Al-Wadi, and Murzuq Basin.
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In the Fezzan region in the southwest, a series of long depressions and basins contain wadis (dry

riverbeds) and oasis settlements. Mobile sand dunes that reach heights of 300 feet (90 metres) are
found in the Fezzan’s Marzuq desert and in the eastern Libyan Desert, which extends into Egypt.
